PROJECT DESCRIPTION PROJECT IMAGE

Pilot testing, design, and construction of a 10 MGD Surface Water Treatment Plant that will treat raw water from the Gulf Coast 

Water Authority (GCWA) canal for distribution throughout the City’s water system. A future phase will include an additional 10 

MGD of capacity.  The plant will be located on City property on CR48 south of CR59, which is adjacent to the GCWA canal.  Pilot 

testing will begin in FY2017 followed by design and construction.  The project includes 36" transmission lines to various take 

points.  The project is scheduled to be completed over a five year period with new capacity available by 2022.

PROJECT JUSTIFICATION

The project will provide additional potable water capacity to meet demand as the City continues to grow.  The 2012 Water Model 

Update based on growth projections established that the demand for an additional 10 MGD would need to be met by 2022.
