The Expanded Carrizo for Schertz-Seguin Local Government Corporation (SSLGC) water management strategy involves
the expansion of well fields located in Guadalupe County by the SSLGC. The SSLGC was created to develop and operate a
regional wholesale water supply system to serve the long-term needs of several communities located in Guadalupe,
Comal and Bexar Counties. This project focuses on the development of additional well fields, associated collection and
treatment systems and primary transmission facilities for delivery of water to wholesale water customers. Planned
implementation of this strategy will provide an additional dependable annual supply of approximately 6,500 acft/yr at
an estimated unit cost in the Region L plan of $1,070/acft/yr.
