Volume II

GEOLOGY AND GROUND-WATER RESOURCES

OF REEVES COUNTY, TEXAS

This is the second volume of a two-volume publication on the geology and
ground-water resources of Reeves County, Texas, prepared by the Texas Water
Commission [formerly the Texas Board of Water Engineers] and the U. S. Geological
Survey in cooperation with the city of Pecos and the Reeves County Commissioner's
Court.

The first volume of this report contains the text which describes the source,
direction of movement, quantity, and quality of ground water in Reeves County,
and relates the occurrence of ground water to the discharge of the springs and to
the geology; the maps and other graphic matter which illustrate the results of
the study; and basic data on records of wells and springs (Tables 6 and 7).

This volume contains drillers1 logs of wells (Tables 8 and 9), tabular data
on water levels in wells (Table 10), and chemical analyses of water samples from
wells and springs (Tables 11, 12, and 13).

Locations of wells and springs listed in these tables are shown on the map
(Plate 1) at the end of Volume I.
